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Minutes of the Joint meeting to discuss TIPHON LI issues 7-8 November 2000:


1 Introductions

Harri was elected as chairman. He also took a task to write brief minutes of the meeting. Harri then opened the meeting and welcomed the delegates. A roll call of delegates took place.

The objectives of the meeting were discussed and agreed: 

a) to identify outstanding LI issues in relation to TIPHON

b) to resolve those issues, where possible

c) to develop the TIPHON LI document

It was also suggested by Scott to discuss generally on the future direction of LI. Tiphon would be a good test case. It was agreed that a workshop will be specially  arranged for that purpose in January. This meeting can be seen as a soft starter for the January workshop. One major purpose is to have a better understanding between the three ETSI groups.

The Agenda was approved. It was agreed to have a non-formal meeting without a tight timetable. It is, however, the purpose to come out with concrete results at the end of this meeting.

2 Identification of LI issues raised by TIPHON WG8

2.1 Network vs. service interception

Scott presented the proposed approach of Tiphon LI. He also explained the Tiphon Identity as described in DTS/TIPHON-08004. Tiphon WG8 tries to get the TI concept accepted by the other groups of Tiphon. 

Bernd suggested the other way. The interception could be made in all the networks that Tiphon uses. Robin  presented SEC LI approach. The interception is made at the access level without making difference on the service, thus avoiding the difficulties with different services. The workshop in January should give answers to the present open questions.

2.2 Other issues

The following other items were identified:

·  Unique Tiphon Identifiers

·  Automated HI1

·  Interception connected to the ownership of TIPHON networks.

3 Presentation of TIPHON LI

3.1 TIPHON LI document

The document was review under the agenda item 5.

3.2 TIPHON Architecture

Scott introduced document LI-MAN08 TIPHON Architecture and Protocols. 

4 Resolution of identified issues

4.1 “Simple” issues

Simple issues were solved during the development of the TIPHON LI document.

4.2 Issues of principle

Tiphon  interception to be made on the access side at the transport level.

There will be no automated HI1.

Interception is connected to the ownership of networks.

Stephen, Scott and Graham will introduce the concept of Unique Tiphon Identifiers in Tiphon.

5 Development of TIPHON LI document

Document DTS/TIPHON-08003 was discussed and revised. The new version was accepted by the group. The draft goes now for Tiphon WG8 for approval and then for TIPHON approval (4 weeks approval time for both). 

6 Work in other areas

6.1 International Softswitch consortium

Matt Holdrege introduced the work of the LI group of the International Softswitch Consortium (www.softswitch.org). It was agreed to build a liaison with all the three working groups of ETSI dealing with LI first by sending the liaison statements.

Robin explained the idea of a joint workshop of the three ETSI LI groups in January.  It was agreed to have a LI workshop on 18th and 19th January 2001 in Sophia Antipolis.

Rolf explained 3G SA 3 LI meeting timetable and workplan.

7 Close of meeting

7.1 Action points

Scott to send the new TIPHON draft to TIPHON WG8.

Robin and Rolf to send LSs to ISC. 

Matt to send LSs to ETSI LI groups.

Harri to reserve Hermes and Hermes Annex for LI Workshop for Thursday 18th and Friday 19th January 2001. 

Robin to send the agenda for the LI Workshop.

Harri to upload the minutes on the server and distribute the corrected version to all three ETSI groups after a week’s commenting period.
